Demonstrations include copy right issues, art taboos i.e. regional/clan ownership of specific art styles, female/male boundaries and the significance that art plays in an oral culture.
· Over the past 15 years I have participated in many art shows such as the Campbelltown Rotary art show, St Peters Cathedral Art Show, Prince Alfred Art Show, Mornington Art show, Mooney Valley, Tap Gallery Art show etc. and have been involved in many festivals across Australia including SALA, Art in the Hart, Celtic Festival, Spirit festival, Port festival, Our Mob, Tanarnthi and WOMADelaide, Adelaide Fringe as well as many markets including Mindil Beach Markets, Willunga Tour Down Under Markets, Whitmore Square Market, Adelaide Festival Centre Arts Markets, Rundle Street Markets to name but a few. I have won several awards Including Best Indigenous Painting and sold artwork which is now all over the world.
·  Some career highlights are: -
·  In 2007 I was commissioned by the City of Port Adelaide Enfield to paint a fibre glass dolphin which was displayed during the festival, and auctioned at the end to raise money for the Whale and Dolphin conservation organization. Yerlo Parri sold for $9000-. and was purchased by Council and is now in the Port Adelaide Information centre.
·  In 2009 I was approached by Sydney University and asked if they could put my biography on the “Dictionary of Australian Artists Online”, which has been done.

I was an Artist in Residency at the Fisk Street Primary School in Whyalla, in April 2011, the project was funded by Project Cargo at Carclew Youth Arts and BHP Billiton, to paint an indigenous snakes and ladder game 10x10m2 on the playground; I worked with the indigenous students and the Aboriginal community of Whyalla.

I have run school holiday workshops for Carclew Youth Arts and several Local Councils across Adelaide and continue to run art/craft and cultural workshops for several organisations during NAIDOC and Reconciliation weeks including the department of Agriculture, Federal Police Quarantine),Tthe Star of the Sea Primary school and St. Dominic’s College.
